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History erasure and the rewriting of Black experiences continues to distort the truth
of our past and minimize the contributions of our people.
Educational inequity and underfunded schools in Black communities still limit
opportunity for many of our children before they ever get started.
The racial wealth gap, rooted in redlining and housing discrimination, continues to
affect generational stability and ownership.
Healthcare disparities and unequal access to quality care result in shorter life
expectancy and greater risk for Black families.
Disproportionate incarceration and policing practices continue to criminalize Black
bodies at higher rates.
Voter suppression and barriers to voting access still threaten the voice of Black
communities in the democratic process.
Housing discrimination, displacement, and gentrification push many out of
neighborhoods rich with history and culture.
Employment bias, pay gaps, and limited advancement opportunities remain realities
in many industries.
Environmental racism exposes Black neighborhoods to greater pollution, poor
infrastructure, and unsafe conditions.
Cultural appropriation often celebrates Black creativity while marginalizing Black
people.
Harmful stereotypes and underrepresentation in media continue to shape false
narratives about who we are.
Mental health stigma and limited access to culturally competent care leave many
suffering in silence.
The digital divide limits access to technology and resources needed to thrive in a
modern world.
Predatory economic practices continue to target Black neighborhoods and exploit
financial vulnerability.
These are not distant memories. These are present realities.
Black history is still being written in real time, yet God is still at work in the middle of
it.
And because God is not finished with us yet, our hope is not behind us, it is in front of
us. The best is still yet to come, the next chapter is still promising, and our latter will
be greater than our former.;p.dgu dhmkl,;.’”/

move forward with clarity about who we are and whose we are.
